Financial Impact:  Estimated financial impact: expense or savings.

Reference Committee Comments:  Each reference committee will add their comments following Friday morning’s hearings.  Authors will not see these comments until Saturday morning caucuses.

Here’s an example of these comments:

“the Reference Committee supports adoption”  or
“the Reference Committee does not support adoption” or

“the Reference Committee recommends adoption with a suggestion to amend” 

Board of Trustees Comments:  Board will add comment if the resolution is received prior to January 15.

Background:  Authors completes this section.  The background statement applies directly to the purpose of the resolution. It should justify why the House of Delegates should adopt this resolution. 

This may refer to information and history on the issue and may reference ASDA documents: Current Statements of Position or Policy, Constitution & Bylaws, adopted resolutions and Selected Actions of the House of Delegates (available in the Delegate Handbook and online at www.ASDAnet.org).
