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House of Delegates Quick Reference
1. Approach any microphone. There are three microphones, one in each aisle. Pick the nearest one; they are all treated the same.
2. Tell the microphone page what you want to do.
3. The microphone page will hold up a card corresponding to what you want
a. A GREEN card means you want to speak in FAVOR of the pending motion. Remember, if the resolution is being amended, the AMENDMENT is now the pending motion.
b. A RED card means you want to speak AGAINST the pending motion. 
c. A YELLOW card means you want to make an INTERRUPTING motion. Those are:
i. Question of privilege
ii. Appeal
iii. Point of Order
iv. Point of Parliamentary Inquiry
v. Withdraw a motion
vi. Division
d. A WHITE card means you want to make a motion other than the ones listed under c.
e. If you INTERUPTING motion is an emergency and cannot wait until the current speech is completed, call out “Mr. Speaker!” into the microphone. Otherwise, wait and the Speaker will recognize you next. 
4. Wait for the Speaker to recognize you.  
5. Introduce yourself by stating your Name, Delegate Position and Chapter.
a. Your position will either be “First delegate,” “Second delegate,” or “Alternate delegate.”  
6. State your purpose.
a. If you had the microphone page raise a GREEN card, you should begin with “Mr. Speaker, I rise in support of…”
b. If you had the microphone page raise a RED card, you should begin with “Mr. Speaker, I rise in opposition to…”
c. If you had the microphone page raise a YELLOW card, you should begin with “Mr. Speaker” and then state your motion
d. If you had the microphone page raise a WHITE card, you should begin with “Mr. Speaker, I move that…”
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
